My dear sisters and brothers,

Having reviewed the proposed budget for 2010 and the information sent by the
Administrative Team, I have concluded that the leadetship of Bethel Christian Reformed
Church in Sun Valley, California, is not in a position in which they believe they can
financially support a full time pastor. I do not wish for this situation to become a problem
for the congregation. However, I believe the leadership has come to such a position because
they have strayed from their commitment to Reformed polity and have lost sight of the
mission of the Church. A church must provide care and support to her pastor. My family
and I have suffered many times from what we have viewed as a lack of consideration
regarding our physical, emotional, and spititual needs.

Therefore, I will accede to a separation from my duties as pastor of Bethel according to
Article 17 of the Chutch Ordet. The ground of the separation is that Bethel believes that
she is financially unable to suppott a full time Minister of the Word and Sacraments at this
time. This separation will take place beginning on the date when it is approved by Classis
Greater Los Angeles with concurrence of the Synodical Deputies.
